The title
“Islands,” “Constellations “ and “Galapagos” are the keywords that connote connectivity , isolation, imagination,
creativity, originality and diversity . In Yokohama, the first port that opened to foreign countries , we will see how the
courage, imagination and creativity of human beings can be used to derive a new vision and ground design for the future.
